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NOMENCLATURE AND OPERATING THE SAFETY

The pistol has two safeties, an automatic grip safety and a manual
ambidextrous thumb safety.

To disengage the manual safety slide the lever located on either side
of the hammer downwards. Slide upwards to engage the safety.

Note: The manual safety can only be engaged when the hammer is
cocked.

The grip safety located at the rear of the pistol in line with the trigger
is automatically disengaged when a proper shooting grip is applied.

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LOADING BBS INTO THE MAGAZINE

To load BBs into the magazine slide and hold the follower in red
towards the base of the magazine and hold it in place.

Caution: Do not release the follower before the magazine is fully
loaded, doing so may damage the magazine.

While holding the follower in place angle the top of the magazine
downwards while using your free hand to load bbs into the wide
portion of the bb track directly above the follower. Be sure to stack
the bbs evenly in an alternating pattern. Uneven stacking may cause
malfunctions and will diminish bb capacity. Only Release the follower
once the magazine is fully loaded.

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FILLING AND PURGING THE MAGAZINE

To fill the magazine first ensure you are in a well ventilated area away
from any ignition sources. Hold the magazine and gas canister upside
down and center the gas canister nozzle over the fill port located on
the bottom of the magazine.

Press the fill nozzle directly into the fill port taking care not to angle
the canister as it will cause gas to vent during the filling process.

Press and hold for approximately 10 seconds or until fulll

To ensure maximum gas capacity purging the magazine is
recommended.

To purge the magazine press and hold the knocker valve located at
the rear of the magazine prior to filling. Fill following the guidelines
above but immediately release the knocker valve as soon as gas vents
from the magazine. Always purge with the top of the magazine facing
away from you.

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LOADING, FIRING THE GUN, AND EMPTYING THE CHAMBER

Ensure that there is nothing down range that you do not intend to
shoot. Insert a gassed and loaded magazine, disengage the safety
and rack the slide all the way to the rear and release in one swift
motion.

The pistol is now ready to fire. Aim at your intended target and pull
the trigger.

To empty the chamber and magazine aim the pistol in a safe direction
with a gassed magazine and fire until the slide locks to the rear. To
degass simply follow the purging instructions without the filling steps.
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HOP-UP ADJUSTMENT

To adjust the hop-up removal of the slide is necessary.

First ensure that the gun is safe and clear and the magazine is
removed.

Align the rear of the slide catch to the the takedown notch on the left
of the slide as shown in the Slide Catch diagram and hold in this
position.

While continuing to hold the slide in position push the visible portion
of the slide catch pin on the right side of the pistol to remove the slide
catch completely. The slide can now be removed from the gun.

The hop-up adjustment dial is located on the bottom of the slide
assembly. Turn the hop-up wheel counter-clockwise to increase hop,
clockwise to decrease. Adjust to desired levels.

To reassemble the pistol replace the slide making sure to push down
any components that block the motion of the slide. Line up the
takedown notch and re-insert slide catch.

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CLEANING THE BARREL

It is recommended that the barrel be cleaned after each use with a
cleaning rod and swab.

First ensure the magazine is removed and gun is safe and clear.
Insert a swab through the eyelet of a cleaning rod. Pull the swab
back torwards the main body of the rod and remove any excess that
reaches the wide portion.

Lightly dampen the swab with isopropyl alcohol and Insert the
cleaning rod swab first into the barrel. Upon encountering any
resistance retract the rod and reinsert.

Repeat as necessary until there is little to no dirt on the swab.
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ADVERSE CONDITIONS MAINTENANCE

RAINFALL OR HUMID CONDITIONS

Rainfall or humid conditions may cause moisture to build up inside
of the gun and can void the warranty. Immediately after use dry all
moisture and clean the barrel. Store in a dry location.

DUSTY OR SANDY CONDITIONS

Dust or sand will cause malfunctions and interfere with the function
of the airsoft gun and may void the warranty. Be sure to avoid
sandy or dusty environments and to always clean the gun and barrel
immediately after use.

EXTREME COLD

This product is designed to operate above 70°F. In temperatures and
environments below this this operating temperature the gun may fire
at lower than advertised velocities or fail fo fire. Move the gun to a
warmer location.

EXTREME HEAT

This product is designed to operate below 90°F. In temperatures and
environments above this operating temperature the gun may fire at
higher than advertised velocities or fail to fire. Cool off the gun and
move fo a shaded location.

UNDER WATER

Do not operate this gas blowback pistol under water. Doing so will
void the warranty.
